Annotation

One of the most significant aspects of onomastics is the ability to draw important conclusions from
name-related data concerning population movement, the ethnogenesis of the Bulgarians, pre-Slavic
ethnic communities, the settlement of the Slavs, and other issues affecting the history, ethnography,
and archaeology of Bulgaria (Georgiev, 1960). Ancient languages have even been reconstructed based
solely on onomastic data. This doctoral course provides an introduction to the key areas of onomastics,
including toponymy, hydronymy and anthroponymy, and explores significant works in Bulgarian
onomastics. Particular attention is paid to the antiquity of names.
