SUMMARY:

The course is designed for PhD students from the fields of humanities and social sciences who are
interested in migration processes, state and European policies towards migrants, cultural
heritage, institutionalization and cultural life of migrant communities. The course of lectures aims
at meeting two of the leading research areas — on the one hand, cultural heritage as a process
connected with constructing, disseminating, transmitting and transferring practices, images and
forms of cultural life, and on the other hand — migration in its diversity as a process and a result,
as a final choice or a constant movement, as a community building factor or a personal faith.

PhD students would have the chance to get acquainted with theoretical debates on these topics
in general, as well as in particular with the basic formal and informal institutional models and
their functions within migrant community (school, church, media, association, etc.) and
important elements of cultural heritage and their uses (language, folk traditions, cuisine, etc.).
Lectures are based on extremely rich empirical material (from all European countries and the
USA) and it would be available for PhD students.

As an extra challenge for them, PhD students would be involved remotely in a study that is being
carried out at present and is on the cultural heritage as an institution building factor among the
Bulgarian communities beyond Europe (e.g. Australia and New Zeeland, Latin America, Canada,
South Africa, Middle East, etc.).

The course is available in Bulgarian and English.
