Annotation:

This training course is very significant for the
establishment of new personal perspective of each PhD student, which helps for better
orientation in our multicultural society in the process of globalization. The training program
is oriented towards the PhD students in Ethnology, but together with that it will give
fundamental knowledge, which can be used also for PhD students from wide range of other
subjects in field of social sciences and humanities, and especially for History, Folklore
Studies, and Social Anthropology, Sociology, Culturology, Political Sciences, etc.
