Summary:

The course is designed for PhD students in the social sciences who wish to explore issues related to EU
foreign policy and European integration.

Through the content of the course and work on the topics included in it, an understanding of the natureof
EU foreign policy through the prism of polydisciplinary scientific analysis and research from scientificfields
such as sociology, political science, philosophy, economics, law is solidified. It argues that foreignpolicy
decisions and actions need a thorough and sufficiently broad assessment of contexts and
methodologically reliable empirical data. In this sense, sociological research and methods (quantitative
and qualitative techniques, desk research, etc.) as well as their practical use for the analysis and
interpretation of foreign policy realities and the process of European integration are central to the
course. The aim of the course is to present the contemporary challenges facing the EU and the process
of European integration through the prism of the understanding of the polydisciplinary nature of foreign
policy, i.e. processes and phenomena are not presented chronologically, but are thematized and studied
depending on the specific contexts. It is analysed to what extent the contemporary crises that the
European Union is also facing contribute to its evolution as a geopolitical power in addition to its existing
economic power and add significant value to the process of internal political integration. The key role



of the EU in the global world as a flagship of sustainable development with a balance in all aspects
(economy, ecology, social development and good governance) is discussed.

The course provides a reliable research toolkit and a solid theoretical foundation on the functioning of
the EU, European integration and the implementation of European foreign policy.
