Annotation:

The lecture course is aimed at teaching basic sociological knowledge and mastering practical skills
for developing research methodologies and conducting empirical sociological research (social
surveys) on the labor market, workforce and challenges facing local economies in the context of
Industry 5.0. and the blue/green transition. For this purpose, doctoral students will be introduced to
basic paradigms, approaches and principles of sociological research. A special focus of the course
will be the acquisition of skills for developing a sociological research program and the design of
relevant sociological tools for collecting empirical information. Another focus of the course will be
teaching basic knowledge about sample types, their cognitive functions and limitations, as well as
approaches to their construction and practical application. Doctoral students will master innovative
research technology for studying the labor market, its main challenges and potential solutions. Part
of the course will also include familiarization with basic forecasting methods applicable to research
on the labor market, the workforce, and the challenges facing local economies in the context of
Industry 5.0 and the blue/green transition.

Main specialties to which the lecture course is aimed: the training course is being developed for
the purposes of project BGO5SFPR001-3.004-0006-C01 "Training of doctoral students for research
and transformation of the labor market according to the needs of Industry 5.0. and the dual
transition", under the procedure for providing grant aid BGO5SFPR001-3.004 "Support for the
development of project-based doctoral studies" under the "Education" Program 2021 — 2027 but is
applicable to all disciplines in the social sciences.
