Annotation (up to 150 words)

The specialised course in EU Law aims to deepen the PhD students' knowledge of the creation and
development of the EU, its institutional structure and basic functioning principles, the main institutions,
the acquis communautaire, the sources, the judiciary and the main policies.

It is mainly intended for PhD students in the International Law and International Relations PhD
programme, because many of the thesis topics are in the field of EU law or are interdisciplinary and
require in-depth knowledge in this area. The course may be useful for all PhD students in other accredited
PhD programmes at the Institute for the State and the Law, as well as in other research fields insofar as
the thesis topics concern aspects of EU law, the institutional system and Union policies.
